 Nuisance behavior includes: public drinking; loiter-
ing in front yards, sidewalks, or streets; using, distrib-
uting, and/or selling illegal drugs; prostitution; playing 
music or conversing loud enough that your neighbors 
can hear you; over crowding.   
    If you witness any of these behaviors call 911.  Tell 
the dispatcher if you are calling from a cell phone, so 
the call can be documented.  State the address of the 
property where the problem is occurring.   
 Once a sufficient number of calls are recorded on 
that property, the city can take action.  For continuing 
problems, please call our office 772-6082.

Kingshighway Streetscape 
 The neighborhood association would like to 
share ideas for a streetscape master plan for King-
shighway with area residents and business owners 
at the July 25th neighborhood meeting.  The section 
of Kingshighway being considered for improvement 
is from Southwest Avenue to Arsenal.  The focus 
will be on improving pedestrian and bicycle safety.  
The plan will involve traffic calming measures and 
improved pedestrian and bicyclist access.  We want 
feedback from the residents on the initial plans 
drafted and to hear your ideas. As opportunities for 
grants arise, our office wants to be prepared to sub-
mit an application.   
 With the help of interns Kirsten Pearson, Master 
of Architecture grad and Yang Xu, an architecture 
and construction management student at Washing-
ton University, initial photographs and concept 
drawings have been created for prospective im-
provements to Kingshighway.  Residents on King-
shighway have long complained about excessive 
speeds, noise, and lack of parking.   
 Ken Statman, traffic engineer, has provided in-
put. Noel Fuhr, of Planning Design Studio, has vol-
unteered to help with the cost estimates for upcom-
ing grant applications.  Our office has reached out to 
community organizations surrounding Tower Grove 
Park, so we can partner on developing a compre-
hensive plan and applying for grants.  Together we 
will partner with professionals and students in devel-
oping streetscape enhancement plans, creating 
safer access to our parks and a more pleasant 
place to live.  

Guidoõs Business Model   
 
 Miguel Carretero, owner of Guidoôs has created 
a sustainable business model.  He began his efforts 
at the business five years ago when he purchased 
the residential property adjacent to his restaurant in 
the 5000 block of Shaw Avenue.  This allowed him 
to minimize his commute, as he now walks to work 
each day.  This practice is mirrored by his employ-
ees, as 50% of the staff walk or take public transit. 
 On this neighboring property, Miguel and his par-
ents, Segundo and Genoveva, have built a signifi-
cant urban garden.  They grow onions, garlic, 
herbs, eggplant, lettuce, spinach, tomatoes, cab-
bage, and much more.  Patrons of Guidoôs can en-
joy some of this produce when they dine at the res-
taurant and appreciate that you can not get much 
more local than next door! 
 Miguel educates his staff, asking employees to 
bring their own cup or mug.  All the food scraps are 
placed in a special container and taken to St. Louis 
Composting.  All their glass and cardboard waste is 
recycled.  Those are efforts in the back of the res-
taurant.  One of the efforts diners can witness out 
front, is the to-go containers are made of composta-
ble materials.  You will not be taking home your ex-
tra pasta or tapas in styrofoam. 
 The Carratero family emigrated from Spain when 
Miguel was seven years old and their first home 
was at 4982 Magnolia.  Spaniards are heavily in-
vested in wind power and other conservation ef-
forts.  Miguel brought this memory with him to the 
U.S.  He says Guidoôs still has a long way to go, but 
hopes their efforts can inspire others.  He offered 
for residents to bring in a copy of their electric bill, 
showing they are enrolled in Amerenôs Pure Power 
program, supporting Wind Power in Missouri.  Then 
Miguel will provide a free order of toasted ravioli 
with the partyôs meal.
