Reasons Why Overpricing A Home Costs
the Seller Money

1.

A home is usually sold through “agent network-
ing.” If a home is overpriced, other agents will
recognize this and ignore the listing. The prop-
erty will then not receive adequate exposure
thereby limiting the possibility of a successful
sale.

Signs are one of the most effective methods of
marketing real estate. Inevitably, one of the
questions from a potential buyer is “How Much ?”
Most buyers have an idea of the price range be-
fore they call. If they hear an unreasonable ask-
ing price, they will wither balk and end the con-
versation, or immediately inquire as to other
available properties. Any interest in the original
property which they first inquired about is lost.
Buyers specializing in Second Deed of Trusts,
hidden assumptions, short term obligations,
and/or similar types of “creative financing” mi-
grate to overpriced listings. These types of fi-
nancing methods usually end up taking money
out of the seller's proceeds by maximizing price,
but minimizing net. Good quality buyers are at-
tracted by well-priced properties.

It has been determined by the National Associa-
tion of Realtors that when a home starts out
overpriced, it usually ends up selling for less than
the property is actually worth.

Multiple offers on the same property encourage
competitive bids and increase the final sale price
of the property. If a property is priced at market
value, multiple offers could ensue and encourage
competitive bidding with the potential of an in-
creased selling price.

An overpriced listing may attract a rookie buyer.
However, the property will most likely not ap-
praise out by the lender. More time and money
are lost.

A long-term listing will create the image that
there is “something wrong with the house”
thereby making it unlikely that it will ever sell at
the asking price.

In general, there are mainly three reasons why a
property does not sell; the condition of the house,
poor marketing strategy, and the price. In the
majority of cases, overpricing continues to be
the primary reason why a property does not sell.

For Renters, Homeowners and Landlords

Help us sustain Southwest Garden as a great place to live!

o Keep our streets and alleys clean. Pick up any litter in front of your residence or property and in the alley,
and do not allow others to litter. Use garbage bags and place all trash in the dumpster.

e Remember to use yard waste dumpsters only for leaves, grass clippings and small branches.

Regular

dumpsters are for regular household trash. Bulk items are to be placed the Sunday evening prior to a
week’s scheduled pick-up to the rear of your address at the side of the alley.

¢ Keep noise to a minimum, including music in your car and home and honking car horns.

o Observe speed limits when driving; Remember we have children in our neighborhood.

e Mow your lawn on a timely basis; Keep trees and bushes trimmed.

o If renting, advise your landlord about problem tenants and needed repairs.

e Dog owners are responsible for picking up dog feces. Pick it up promptly, especially when walking your
dog. Remember, city ordinance requires that all dogs must be on a leash when not confined by fences.

¢ Inoperable vehicles should not be parked on the street. Major car repairs should be done off-street or in a
garage.
